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VET TO WORK PROGRAM
What is it?

The VET to Work program can offer you mentoring support with your TAFE studies. 

What does this mean?
Under the VET to Work program you will have a support worker who can help you with:

· study skills support such as how to review class material and how to research in the library and on the internet
· understanding information from lectures, handouts and handbooks
· time management including organising a study schedule and keeping on track
· in-class support if needed
· planning career goals
· finding and taking part in a work experience placement 
· liaising with lecturers and Student Services 
An average of 30 hours of support is available, spread across the study year as needed.
Who can take part in the program?

You can apply if you:
· are enrolled at either a TAFESA campus or St Patrick’s Technical College Northern Adelaide during 2010

· will be finishing your course within 12 months (or equivalent part-time)
· have a recognised disability or learning difficulty

· are eligible for a Disability Employment Service
· want to do some work experience while studying
· want to look for employment when you finish your VET course

How can you join the program?
Through:
· speaking to a Campus Student Services Officer or the VET to Work Coordinator
· referral by others including: TAFESA, Disability Employment Services, The State Transition Program; St Patrick’s Technical College Northern Adelaide and other transition programs.
