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Dear Student

Congratulations on enrolling at TAFE SA North.  This is a very exciting time and we hope you enjoy your studies with us.  We at TAFE SA know that studying when you have a disability can sometimes make learning more of a challenge. 

We are committed to the principle that all students should have an equal opportunity to access and successfully participate in vocational education and training.  We would like to assure you that assistance is readily available.
As you have indicated that you have a disability or medical condition, we would like you to know that if you require assistance, our Student Services Officers are here to help.  We advise that you make an appointment for a confidential interview with a Student Services Officer at your campus as soon as possible.

Many modifications are possible, where appropriate.  These include adjustments to teaching and assessment procedures; interpreters; assistive technology and equipment; and physical modifications to the learning spaces.  Every student is considered according to their individual needs and any information provided to them is, of course, confidential.

When you see the Student Services Officer, take with you any documentation you have to verify your disability/medical condition.  This might be a doctor’s letter, psychologist report, physiotherapist report or other evidence from your health practitioner.  If you do not have any supporting documentation please ask your health practitioner to complete the enclosed Health Practitioner’s Report and bring it with you to your meeting with the Student Services Officer.

The Student Services Officer will discuss with you the impact of your disability/medical condition and how it affects your study.  The Student Services Officer will then decide with you whether you need an Access Plan.  An Access Plan brochure and A Guide for Students with a Disability or Medical Condition booklet is enclosed to give you further information about this process.

The Access Plan will not mention the nature of your condition.  It will outline any support or adjustments to teaching and learning practices that you may need and is shown to relevant teaching staff. 

If you do not wish to have an Access Plan you do not have to, but it helps us to assist you to get the most out of your time at TAFE.  Making contact early with a Student Services Officer will make sure that we can give you any assistance you may require as early as possible.
